Special Measures for the Smooth Implementation

of the Common Entrance Examination for University Admissions

As notified in the previous "Special Measures for Smooth Implementation of the Common
Entrance Examination for University Admissions" (dated December 9, 2020), this is the
second announcement made on December 16th about the Special Designated Areas for
students' travels during the winter vacation.

From today until the end of the winter vacation (Wednesday, January 6), the following 11
prefectures will be designated as special areas;

Hokkaido, Tokyo, Kanagawa, Saitama, Aichi, Osaka, Hyogo, Kyoto, Hiroshima, Kochi, and
Okinawa Prefectures

> Specially Designated Areas = Prefectures with 15 or more new COVID-19 cases per
100,000 population per week

In order to prevent the spread of infection, please refrain from traveling to those Specially
Designated Areas unless it' s urgent and unavoidable. If you have no choice but to return
home or travel to a Specially Designated Area (excluding transit points), students will be
requested to stay home for 10 days after returning to Ehime, and will not be allowed to enter
the university campus during that time. Since face-to-face classes will resume on January
18 (Mon.), please return to your home around January 6 (Wed.) so that you will have at least
10 days of health observation.

If a prefecture other than the above becomes a Specially Designated Area during your stay,
it will be treated in the same way as the 11 prefectures that are already designated. Please
be sure to check the number of new COVID-19 cases for the area you are staying by using
relevant links.
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
