Regarding the implementation of classes after the second semester of the 2023
academic year, face-to-face classes will be held as the basic policy. At the same
time, the special measures taken to prevent the spread of COVID-19 will be abolished,
and the following measures noted below will be taken.

Please continue to take basic infection prevention measures such as adequate
ventilation, hand washing and other hand hygiene, and cough etiquette.

[Note]

Please note that "absence due to slight illness”, which was previously permitted
as a special measure for COVID-19 pandemic, will not be applied as a valid reason
for an absence from the second semester of the 2023 academic year.

In the case of infection with infectious diseases such as COVID-19 infection or
influenza, as stipulated in the School Health and Safety Law Enforcement
Regulations, the absence from class will be considered as "absence for justifiable
reasons” and the student should apply for such absence.

If you are concerned about infection due to various reasons, such as having an
underlying medical condition, please consult with the academic affairs office of
the respective faculty.
