B Residence Card (Zairyu-Card)

A residence card will be issued to those people staying more than 3 months. This card should be carried
with you at all times. If lost or stolen, you should ask the police to give a lost property report and apply for a
new one at the municipal office within 14 days

¥ You will need 1) Your passport and 2) a photo (4cmx3cm) taken within 3 months.

Foreigners need to register their place of residence at the municipal office within 14 days after they arrive.
*If you write your name with Chinese characters, please submit “Application for indication of name using
Kanji characters on the residence card” to immigration office. If you are Korean nationality, you need to show
official documents such as a copy of your family register for this procedure.

HStatus of Residence
If you do not have the visa status of ‘student’ (ryuugakusei) you will not be treated as an international
student, which means you cannot apply a scholarship for international students. Ehime University therefore
recommends all international students to possess a ‘student’ visa. If you need to have it changed, you can apply
at the immigration office in Matsuyama.

HExtension of period of stay

If the period of stay ends before your studies are finished, you will need to apply for an extension. This
procedure should be started at least three months before the expiration date.

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HRe-entry permit
If you leave Japan, your resident card will allow you to re-enter Japan, if you come back to Japan within one
year of your departure or before the expiration date of your valid visa, whichever comes first. If you leave
Japan for more than one year, you might get a re-entry permit over one year at the immigration office
beforehand. Please note that you can NOT extend your resident card or re-entry permit period outside Japan.
**Before leaving Japan, please submit a “Temporary Leave Notification for Travel Abroad” through the Study
Support System and "Notification of Return to Japan' when you get back.

B Permission for Activities not Allowed under your Status (a conditional work permit)

A student visa holder is not allowed to work. If you want to work you need to get a conditional work permit
from the immigration office. Go to the International Relations Office to get the application form. When you
have the certificate of approval from the immigration office, make a copy and show it to the International
Relations Office. You will need: 1.Application form 2.Passport 3.A photocopy of your residence card. **This
permission is valid until your period of stay expires. When you renew your visa you will also need to renew the
permission to work.

@ You are not allowed to work in bars, pachinko parlors, brothels, adult entertainment shops, or other such
establishments, otherwise you will be punished by law.
The hours that a student visa holder is allowed to work are limited as follows; Not more than 28 hours/week.
Not more than 8 hours/day (No more than 40 hours/week) during vacations.

@ The conditional work permit is not required if you work as a TA or RA in the university, but it is required if
you have a contract with the university to do simple part-time work.

@ Application for a conditional work permit for Japanese Government Scholarship (MEXT) Students

International students of the Japanese Government Scholarship program are guaranteed to be provided with
sufficient financial resources, allowing students to focus on their academic studies without having to worry
about financial problems. Therefore, it is neither recommended nor consistent with the spirit of the program for
Japanese Government Scholarship students to obtain a conditional work permit with the intention of saving
money through part-time work. However, if the university deems it necessary or unavoidable for reasons such
as contributing to the student's academic achievement, it may be granted on the condition that there are no
obstacles to completing the program within the standard period of stay and that the student's status of residence
is maintained as "College Student". Please consult with the International Relations Office first.

M After graduation, dropping out, or temporary withdrawal from the university

After graduating or dropping out from Ehime University, please leave Japan as soon as you can. If you
continue to stay in Japan, you must change the status of your residence card. When you have finished changing
the status of your residence card, please report it to Ehime University. See also P.10, when you withdraw from
school temporarily.

B The Social Security and Tax Number System (“My Number” System)
A social security and tax number, called “My Number,” is issued to all residents in Japan including foreigners
(international students staying in Japan for more than three months, special permanent residents, etc.).
Municipal offices will send a notification to your registered address. After you receive it;
- Store the notification in a safe place.
- Do not tell the number or show the card to others. However, when required, you must provide your number
to your employer or municipal offices.

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W Visas for Family Members

Your family can obtain visas for entering Japan directly from the Japanese Embassy in your country, but
you can also obtain for them a Certificate of Eligibility to Status of Residence, which your family can then take
to the Japanese Embassy and obtain visas.

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B When withdrawing from school temporarily

If you withdraw from school temporarily, you are not allowed to remain in Japan with a "student" resident status:
since the "student" resident status is authorized to those who engage in study and research activities at educational
institutions, you will not be considered to satisfy the condition while you withdraw from school.

To return to university after completing a leave from school, you must re-apply for "student" resident status.
Engaging in part-time jobs while taking a leave from school is also not allowed. Note that violation of these
immigration rules will result in revocation of the visa. If you need to stay in Japan while taking a leave from school,
consult at the Immigration Bureau about changing the status of residence in advance.

B Security Trade Control

Security Trade Control regulates certain freight (*1) and technology (*2) in order for the countries around the
world to internationally maintain peace and security, and is upheld by the awareness and action or involvement of
each citizen. In Japan, the law which serves as the basis for the Security Trade Control is the Foreign Exchange and
Foreign Trade Act (foreign exchange law).

*1 Equipment, samples, trial products, custom-made parts of equipment, etc.

*2 Information, data, know-how, manuals ex. HDDs, flash memories, software, results of quality assessment,
blueprints, specifications, technological guidance, etc.

At universities, certain freight and technology must be handled with utmost care so that they will not be used to
develop weapons of mass destruction or be in the hands of terrorist groups as a result of international exchanges and
research activities. Ehime University has adopted the Ehime University Security Trade Control Regulations and the
Detailed Administrative Regulations for Applying the Ehime University Security Trade Control Regulations in order
to address this issue.

Even if your research may seem totally irrelevant to developing weapons, the materials/ equipment/technology
you handle may be used quite extensively and could be of “dual-use”. As a result, there is a danger that your
research could be used to create weapons of mass destruction against your will.

In order not to bring about such situation, please keep in mind the following points.

1. Do not export, send, or carry to other countries freight which is prohibited by the foreign exchange law. In
addition, do not provide (orally during conversations or phone calls, via emails, written documents, CD-ROMs, or
storage media, through visits to laboratories, or during private conversations at formal dinners during international
conferences), in any country, technologies which are restricted by the foreign exchange law to be communicated to
others.
2. When you wish to export freight or provide technical assistance, please be sure to consult your academic advisor
beforehand
3. Please be aware that until six months have passed after you have entered Japan, you will be classified as a
non-resident. As a result, there may be times when there is a partial restriction on your research (guidance) activities.

B Bringing research materials into Japan from overseas
Among the research materials collected overseas, pathogens of domestic animal infectious diseases, meat
products, organ, skin, blood, feces, urine, straw and hay for feed etc. require quarantine procedures even as
academic research materials. Please contact Animal Quarantine Station in advance before bringing them into Japan.
*Do not bring samples without the consent of your supervisor. Also, even if you bring in samples after
obtaining consent, be sure to submit application to the Quarantine Station in accordance with Japanese law.

B Domestic Animal Infectious Disease Prevention Act

1.From overseas to Japan, pork, beef, chicken, eggs, etc. (including foods containing meat such as sausages,
processed products such as jerky, meat buns, dumplings, etc.) is prohibited by law regardless of the quantity or the
form of transportation (baggage, personal belongings, or mail) and should never be brought to Japan.

2. If you bring meat or animal products, you may be punished with imprisonment for not more than 3 years or a
fine of up to 3 million yen (up to 50 million yen for businesses) .

3. Make sure that not only international students themselves, but also family members and acquaintances who
visit Japan do not bring meat and eggs etc. and that they are not sent to Japan in mail.

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Certificates issued by the University

When getting one of the certificates below, please request it 2 or 3 days before you need it. It is not
always possible to issue it right away.

B Student ID Card (gakuseisho)

The student card certifies that you have student status. You must show the card when you take periodical
examinations, use university facilities and receive certificates, so please carry it with you at all times. The card
is issued when you enroll. This card can also be used to get student rates for some transportation and other
services. Please report it if it is lost or stolen and apply for a new one.

H Certificate of Enrollment (zaigaku shoumeisho)
/ Certificate of term of Enrollment (zaigaku kikan shoumeisho)
/Certificate of Academic Record (seiseki shoumeisho)
These are required when you apply for an extension of your period of stay, etc. You can get them at the
student card machine if you are an undergraduate or graduate student. Other students should consult their
faculty office.

H Certificate of Japanese Government Scholarship Student Status
(kokuhi gaikokujin ryuugakusei shoumeisho)
If you are a Japanese government scholarship student this certificate is necessary for extending your visa,
for when you invite your family members to Japan, etc. You can apply at the Institute for International
Relations.

B Commuter Ticket Discount (tsuugaku shoumeisho)
If you use a bus or train to commute to the university, you can purchase a commuter ticket at a discount.
Get a Student Commuter Certificate at your faculty office and present it at the commuter ticket window of the
transportation company.
Commuter tickets for the Iyo Railway Lines can be purchased at the Iyo Railway business office at
Matsuyama Shi-eki or the 1% floor of the Iyotetsu Kaikan. #¢Only undergrad and grad students are eligible.

B Student Travel Discount Certificate (gakuwari sho)

Students who travel a distance exceeding 101 km on any Japan Railway line or boat can receive a 20%
discount on the fare. Get a Student Travel Discount Certificate at the Student Service Station and present it
when you buy your ticket. Only undergraduates and graduate students are eligible. The certificate is valid for
three months. A maximum of 10 certificates can be issued to one person in a year.

HPayment of Tuition Fee (For privately financed regular course students)

B Tuition Exemption (jugyouryou menjo seido)

For non-Monkasho scholarship students with excellent academic records and for whom payment of tuition
fees is recognized as an economic hardship, a program has been established exempting them from payment of
tuition (partial) or allowing an exemption of payment.

Application period and method will be announced by your faculty/grad.school, For further details, please
contact the Student Service division at the 1% floor (west side) in the main Library building. (927-9169).
* Your Social Security and Tax Number (My Number) may be necessary when you get a scholarship.

BJapanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship & JICA Scholarship

Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship and JICA Scholarship students must sign an Enrollment
Checklist (zaiseki-kakuninbo) each month in order to receive payment of the scholarship. Please sign at your
faculty office (see pg.12) or International Relations Office at the beginning of each month. The scholarship
money will be deposited in the account you have designated around the 20th of each month. If you do not sign
you will not receive the payment for that month.

@®Procedure for Extension

If a MEXT Scholarship student wishes to extend the term of the scholarship, he or she can apply for an
extension with the recommendation of his or her supervisor. An application should be made approximately
December before the scholarship period expires (It will be December 2025 for students entering University in
October 2026) at your faculty office (see pg.12).

Extension is not permitted for teacher trainees, students under the Japanese University Recommendation
Program who intend to study at another university or research students who intend to remain research students
even after applying for an extension.

MEXT (Ministry of Education) will decide whether or not to extend the scholarship term based on an
examination of the submitted documents.

B AINECS loans

If you have financial difficulties, you may be eligible for a temporary loan from AINECS. You can ask about
the details and application at the Institute for International Relations.

Please note that those who are significantly behind in repayment will no longer be eligible for the scholarship
and will not be able to receive loans in the future.

B Handling of Personal Information

Ehime University will use personal information such as name and address etc. provided in the submitted
admission documents for the purpose of processing the admission procedures at Ehime University, contacting
students in case of incompleteness of admission documents, providing information on academic affairs after
admission (student registration, academic guidance, etc.), supporting students (health management, scholarship
applications, etc.), contacting students, guarantors, parents, etc., providing information on tuition fees, and
conducting statistics, surveys, and research (surveys and analysis on admissions and academic affairs), and will
properly manage such information in accordance with the "Ehime University Basic Policy for the Protection of
Personal Information (Privacy Policy)".

Please understand that your name, address, student number, and other personal information submitted will be
provided to AINECS to inform AINECS of information and others related to the use of the AINECS.
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Insurance

ENational Health Insurance (kokumin kenkou hoken)

Foreigners who have received a residence card are required to get National Health Insurance. You will
have to pay monthly fees, but with this insurance you only need to pay 30% of your medical bills. You can
apply at the city office (shiyakusho) in Matsuyama or Toon. The monthly fees can be automatically paid from
your bank account by filling out a form. The validity period of the Eligibility Confirmation Letter is up to 5
years and is set by the issuer and will be renewed at the end of the validity period.

***When you leave Japan, the Eligibility Confirmation Letter should be returned to the city office.

Also, you can use My Number health insurance card (My Number cards registered for use as health insurance
cards).
Y<Subsidy for High Cost Medical Bills

If your medical fees in one month exceed about ¥30,000, Matsuyama or Toon city provides a subsidy for
high cost medical expenses. (Meals and the hospital room fees are not included.) Apply at the city office
after you pay at the hospital and you will be reimbursed. If an application is submitted at the city office
before or during your hospital stay, then the city will pay that portion of the bill automatically. If you receive a
medical examination with your My Number health insurance card, you are exempt from the application
procedures.
YcHigh-Cost Medical Expense Benefit

If you have public health insurance coverage in Japan, you can apply for a “High-cost Medical Expense
Benefit” in advance. You will be required only to pay the pre-fixed ceiling amount at a cashier's window. Also,
if you present your My Number health insurance card, etc. at the counter of a medical institution and receive
online eligibility verification, you can limit your out-of-pocket expenses to the maximum amount you can pay
at the counter, even without a Limit Amount Authorization Certificate.

B Student Accident Insurance (gakkensai)

Student Accident Insurance covers some injuries incurred during classes, university events and
extracurricular activities. For example, it will pay for injuries incurred during physical education classes or
burns caused during lab work.

All international students are required to have this insurance. Please apply at student Affairs Office of your

university.

M Liability Insurance (baishosekinin hoken)
Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Coupled with PAS Liability Insurance (Inbound
Futaigakuso)

Insurance payments shall be made if legally liable for damages when others are injured, or the possessions
of others are damaged following sudden incidents involving the student in question either domestically or
overseas. Out-of-court settlement negotiations shall be conducted by Tokio Marine & Nichido Fire Insurance
as a rule.

All international students are required to apply for this insurance. The Institute for International Relations

will do the registration for you. (International students who registered Student Accident Insurance (gakkensar)
can become a member of this liability insurance.) The premium (fee) will be paid by AINECS.

* For the students of The United Graduate School of Agricultural Science(UGAS), the procedure is different.
Please ask at the UGAS administration office.
**If you do not have the required insurance, you will not be able to apply for any scholarship.

*For JICA students, these insurances are not mandatory since the “Medical Card” provided by JICA covers the
Life Mutual Insurance, etc.
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M Life Mutual Insurance (Seimei Kyosai)

International students are recommended to apply for the Ehime University Seikyou (Co-op) Life Mutual
Insurance. It covers hospital admission and medical care due to illness, an accident and surgical operation.
You can apply at the Service Counter of the Seikyou Shop. (You will need to become a member of
Seikyou(Co-op), but the membership fee of ¥2,000 will be returned to you when you leave the university.)

B Comprehensive Renter's Insurance
This insurance has been designed to pay the costs for harm or damage you may cause by accident.
You are strongly advised to get this insurance. Please do not forget to renew the insurance before it expires.

This insurance covers:
Costs of damage to the place you are living due to theft, water leakage, fire or explosion.

Cost of damage caused to someone else's property by you.
***The payment may not always cover the full amount.

If you want to rent an apartment by yourself, “guarantor” (hosho-nin) is needed.

AINECS can serve as a guarantor if you have comprehensive renter’s insurance, so please come to the Institute

for International Relations for more information.
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Life at the University

EJapanese Language Program

Institute for International Relations encourages all international students to study Japanese language and it
offers a Survival Course, a 4-month Intensive Japanese Course, and Standard Course. A syllabus will be sent
out before the beginning of each term and it will be posted on the Institute for International Relation’s website
and bulletin board.

B University Libraries (toshokan)

There are three university libraries: the Main Library on the Johoku Campus, the Agricultural Library on
the Tarumi Campus and the Medical School Library on the Shigenobu Campus. You can get information about
library services on the website and also check for the availability of books on-line. Your student identification
card is required to check out books.

B Guidance Counselor (gakusei seikatsu tantou kyouin)
Undergraduate students are assigned to a professor in their faculty to consult about academic and student
life matters. Feel free to consult them about problems and questions you may have.

W Supervisor (shidou kyouin)
Graduate students will each have a supervisor who will help plan and guide them in their research
program.

B Tutor System (tutor-seido)
International students are assigned tutors when they begin study at the university. Tutors are students in
your lab or research group, or might be another international student, who are paid to help you get settled in
your life on campus and off during your first year. If you have any questions about this system, please talk to

your supervisor or to a staff in the Institute for International Relations.

W Field Trips (kengaku ryokou)

A field trip is planned by the university for international students to give them a chance to learn more
about Japan and to get to know each other. Information and an application form will be sent by e-mail to every
student after the itinerary is decided.

You cannot attend the field trip if you do not have Liability Insurance (gakkensai). (See pg. 18)

Other organizations also offer excursions and programs for international students. Information will be

sent by e-mail to all international students.
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B Health Services Center (sougou kenko senta)
The Health Services Center is on the 1st floor of the Aidai Muse Building and there are people on the staff
who speak English. The following services are provided:

1) Physical examination (soon after admission and in early April)
* All students are required to have a physical examination, otherwise the Health Services Center will not
issue the physical examination report necessary for applications for tuition exemption, scholarships,
graduate school or employment.

2) Physical and mental health counseling

B Campus Wifi

You will be issued “Ehime University Network Account” (ID & Password) for “Eunet” wifi at the
academic affairs office of your faculty / graduate school. The “eunet" and "eduroam" wifi is available for all
students on campus, at Miyuki Dormitory, and International House. (The ID & Password for “eduroam” be
issued by the home university for exchange students). Please use this campus wifi for learning and educational
purposes. For the details, please also refer to the Media Center’s website.

B Using Mobile Phones from Outside Japan

Smartphones and cell phones in Japan are usually sold together with a SIM (subscriber identification
module) card, and the SIMs in most devices are locked. You can ask the mobile phone company where you
purchase your device to unlock it, which may involve additional fees. When you insert a SIM card purchased
and contracted in Japan into the smartphone/cell phone (without the Japanese technical standard mark) you use
in your home country, you may use it for a maximum of ninety days after arrival to Japan. If you continue to
use your device with the unlocked SIM card beyond the authorized period, however, you will be in violation of
the Radio Act.

Violation of these guidelines may result in restrictions on use of the university’s information systems
(computers and network) and other penalties as specified in separate regulations.

Information systems and information must not be used for purposes other than the purposes specified.

Example: Harming system programs and similar acts are prohibited.

Example: Willfully damaging the information resources of others with computer viruses or other programs that
may cause damage to other equipment is prohibited.

Posting information prejudicial to the reputation and credit of others on bulletin boards, blogs, websites and so on is
prohibited.

Posting or sending information which constitutes discrimination, insults or harassment is prohibited.

Posting or sending personal information or images of others without their permission, and all other infringements
of privacy are prohibited.

Posting or sending information which constitutes abuse of confidentiality is prohibited.

Sending or receiving information which infringes intellectual property such as the work of others, including
illegally uploading and downloading the work of others is prohibited.

Example: Information available on the Internet must not be copied or used without permission unless the rights of
the author are specifically waived.

Breach of secrecy of communications is prohibited.

Use of the university’s information systems for business or commercial purposes is prohibited.

Monitoring communication on the network or obtaining the logs of information equipment is prohibited.

. Evading the access controls established in the Act on the Prohibition of Unauthorized Computer Access and acts

which encourage this are prohibited.

Example: Using the ID and password of another person to impersonate them and alter their data or infiltrate the
network and damage the system is prohibited.

Example: Using the ID and password of a third party is prohibited.

It is prohibited to use a password which doesn't follow the university password policy.

Probing the system for security vulnerabilities is prohibited.

Obstructing the smooth operation of the university’s information systems by denial of service attacks and other
attempts to overload the system is prohibited.

The transmission of information which is subject to punishment in accordance with the law, and of information
which may incur civil liabilities such as compensation for damages is prohibited.

Acts which encourage the above are also prohibited.

Installing software and changing the settings of computers without the permission of the administrator is prohibited.

Ehime University Policy

All members of the Ehime University community should receive respect and be able to study, do research or
work in a fair and comfortable environment. Any sort of harassment is a serious violation of human rights
which should never occur. Ehime University does not accept any form of harassment.

*Sexual Harassment

To be subjected to remarks of a sexual nature, to be the unwilling victim of sexual actions, especially when
this happens in an inappropriate place, such as the work area or university. It depends on the person as to
whether he or she regards certain language or actions as sexual harassment so it can be difficult to give a clear
definition. What is important is how the receiver feels. It can happen to men or women.

*Gender Harassment
Gender harassment is discrimination because of gender and includes such attitudes as 'this is a woman's job'
or 'men should be strong'. Both men and women can be victims.

* Academic Harassment
When professors, or some other members of the academic staff use their position of power to treat students
unfairly or badly, such as berating the students, or threatening to fail someone.

*Moral Harassment
Discriminating against a person because of race or background, or abusing their rights.

* Alcohol Harassment
When someone is forced to drink alcohol, or to drink heavily. Intentional drunkenness or forcing a person
who cannot drink to drink is considered a crime.

*What should you do if you are harassed?

1. Remember, you are the victim. You should not feel ashamed. You shouldn't feel that you have somehow
encouraged the person or that you are wrong because you have not been able to avoid the problem maker.
The person should not be acting that way.

2. Ifpossible try to record the date, time and place and what happened, as specifically as possible. It is
helpful if there are witnesses who would be willing to talk.

3. Come and talk about it. You should not have to suffer alone. You can come with a friend. You can contact
us by phone or email. Your privacy will be strictly protected. If you prefer, we can introduce you to
off-campus services.

We are here to help in any way we can. We will protect your privacy and we can arrange to restrain the other
person to stay away from you.

*What can you do to stop sexual harassment?

1. Try to be sensitive to the other person. Remember, silence does not always mean that it is okay. If you are
worried about your own behavior, ask if it is offensive
Try to tell the person directly that you don't like what he or she is doing.

3. Often the harassment is by someone with a higher position. In that case it is difficult to directly say 'Stop!'
If you notice that someone is behaving offensively toward another person, you should try and stop the
offender. By ignoring the situation, you are supporting the behavior.

5. Everyone needs to help to improve the social environment. Many problems can be solved if simple action
is taken. But it can take courage so give your support.
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*Process for resolving a conflict
1. Consult someone but...

If the problem cannot be solved....

Go to a campus human rights counselor

Register a complaint

The complaint is reviewed in a preliminary hearing.

If necessary, an investigating committee will review the case and report to the Human Rights
committee.

The report will be submitted to the Human Rights Committee and they will propose what action or
punishment should be taken.

While you live in a residence, you need to pay the rent fee plus the common service fee. Common service
fee is the fee for maintenance and operation of shared areas (e.g. entrances, corridors, corridor lights, garbage
storage, bicycle storage area, elevators, stairs, delivery boxes, auto locks, etc.) which is unique to Japan.

* In the first semester (spring semester), all international students who live in the Miyuki Dormitory must
attend the Orientation which will be held at Nanka Memorial Hall (of Johoku Campus) in early April.
Residents are selected for International students and researchers who are coming to Japan for the first time to
experience Japanese life. In addition, April and October are the time of new admission to the University, in
order to provide as many international students as possible on the first time coming to Japan, the period of
occupancy is generally up to one year. If you want to move in at another time, please contact us in advance as it
is difficult to accept the sudden request for move-in.

2. Private housing

You can also live in private housing (apartments, condominiums) around the campus instead of university
dormitories.

When moving into a private housing, a guarantor is required as a custom. It is not easy to find a guarantor
not only for Japanese but also for international students. Therefore, there is a housing insurance called
“International Student Housing Compensation”, and there is a system in which AINECS (—see p.16) issues an
“Apartment Warranty”. Please refer to page 20 for details on this housing insurance.

CAUTION

Recently there have been people coming on campus trying to get students to join their ‘group’ or ‘club’. A
student might invite you to play sports or to attend some event or even invite you to dinner. Some of the
invitations are for ‘goodwill volunteer’ activities such as cleaning up the neighborhood, or invitations for
‘international friendship’.

If you do not know the person, do not accept the invitation. He/she might be trying to have you join a cult.

If someone goes to your apartment and invites you to do something, do not give any personal information.
Just say ‘No, thank you.’ clearly and firmly. A registered university club or circle would not get new members
by visiting their residences.

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Bicycles & Cars

HBicycles
You should follow the same traffic rules as cars except when crossing an intersection. Be sure to stop at
stop lines to avoid a collision. In addition, be careful not to fall or cause a left-turn accident. Make sure the

light is on at night._If you buy your own bicycle, make sure you have it registered in_your own name.
Registration costs ¥700. You can register at a bicycle shop. If you give it to someone else, the registration must

be changed to the new owner. This will also cost ¥700.
The bicycle parking regulations in the downtown area are strict to make room for pedestrians, so make

sure you do not leave your bicycle in no parking area. It will be towed away if you leave it there and it will cost
¥2,000 to get it back.
As of April 1, 2023, the wearing of helmets has become mandatory (duty to make efforts) for all cyclists.
Students are urged to wear helmets.

B Driver's License (unten menkyosho)
If you are planning to drive a car or motorcycle in Japan, please submit “Record Form of Driving for
International Students”, a copy of your driver’s license and Health Insurance card to the International

Relations Office.

You need either a Japanese or an international driver's license to drive in Japan. In some cases it is
possible to change the license from your country to a Japanese driver's license, but you may have to take a test.
The requirements vary according to the country which issued your license. You can apply for a car or
motorcycle license at the Driver's License Center (unten menkyo sentaa). You will need an official translation
of your country's license which you can apply for at the Japan Automobile Federation (JAF) office near the
main entrance of Sogo Undo Park._

If you leave and then return to Japan within 3 months, an international license that was obtained during

that period will not be valid in Japan.

You are not encouraged to drive a car because if there is an accident the penalty is very severe. Be sure
that you know the traffic rules and regulations. A booklet explaining the traffic rules is available in several
different languages. You can get one at the JAF office mentioned above. You will be required by law to get
insurance (jibaiseki hoken) when you get a Japanese driver's license, but it does not cover your own medical
expenses or damage to another person's property. Therefore, you are strongly recommended to have an
additional voluntary insurance to cover those damages.

(] Be sure to pay all the bills. You should contact the electricity/ gas/ water company about the move-out
date (1~2 weeks before) and request the payment of the fee. For payment, select the method of
requesting the staff to collect the payment on the day of move-out. Please pay any utility charges and
do not leave any bills after you leave.

[J Cancel other contracts, such as internet and TV, and pay the final bill (a few weeks before you leave.)

[J Do not forget to pay for cell phone, etc. If you forget to pay them and return, you will not only
inconvenience your supervisors and universities, but also hurt the reputation of your country.

[J Close your bank account. Some people leave it open to pay the last bills after they leave Japan. In this
case it will be very difficult to close the account. When you close the account, be sure to have your
invoices sent to your friend after you leave. If you give your friend some money, they can pay for you.

(] Return your Eligibility Confirmation Letter to the city office and check your payments. You may get
some money back! It is possible to turn in the card a little early and get a document to carry so that you
can still use the insurance until the day you leave. ®%¢Make sure to unroll from the National Health
Insurance Scheme. If not, they will keep sending the bills.

[] Return your "My Number card/My Number notification letter" (Social Security and Tax Number).
Return your card to the city office. "My Number" does not change even if you go back to your own
country. If you return to Japan and stay for over three months, the same number will be issued.

2. If your career path is determined after you have graduated or have left the University, please inform the
University (your supervisor, Faculty Student Affairs Office, or the Institute for International Relations)
of the name and address of your employer or the institution that you enrolled within the first 3 months
after leaving.

3. If you wish you stay in Japan looking for a job after graduation or leaving school, you must change your
status of residence. Please contact the Institute for International Relations when you receive permission to
change your status of residence. Even if your period of stay is still valid, it will become invalid if you are
not registered at the university, and you will be considered to be staying in Japan illegally.

4. International students who stay in Japan are required to provide above information within 3 months after
leaving Ehime University.

5. Exchange students are not requested to provide this information.

For all international students leaving Ehime University

We would like to keep in touch with you after you leave so please provide your Faculty Student Affairs
Office with your contact information where ever you may be!

*Those leaving Japan should know that if you are not enrolled as a student, even if you have an unexpired

student visa, you will be considered to be in Japan illegally. You have some time to prepare to leave, but it
is best to leave within a few weeks.
