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International House

l. Residence Qualifications and Procedures

1. Qualifications
The following are €eligible to live in the Intemational House:

(D Intemational students, foreign researchers and their families who are studying or doing research
at Ehime University. (You can apply before coming if you have been formally accepted at the
university.)

@ Ehime University Short-term international student

(@ Those who are living in the Intemational House and, due to special circumstances, need to extend
their period of stay.

@ Those with special circumstances.

2. Period of Residence
The period of residence is less than one year, and it can be extended for six months at the most.

3. Procedures
(D To apply for an apartment or an extension you must input to web page or submit the Application
for Residence (Form 1) to your Faculty Academic Affairs Office.

For the period beginning inApril - - - - Apply in January
For the period beginning in October - - - Apply in July

@ Approval and Refusal
The steering committee of the Institute for International Relations will decide and you will be
notified directly or by the faculty Academic Affairs office whether you have been accepted or not.

@ Moving in
Inform the manager and Intemational Student Office two weeks in advance what day you plan to
move in. You will be assigned a room. You can not change rooms without permission

4. Procedure after Moving in
You must submit the forms listed below to the manager within a week of moving in. If you do not,
your permission may be cancelled.
Forms:  Notification of Ammival at International House (Form 3),
Written Oath (Form 4)
Guarantee (Form 5)



5. Room Key
The room key is issued from the manager. You are responsible for your key until the day you move
out. Do not lend or make a copy of your key. If you lose i, tell the manager or the International
Student Office as soon as possible.

Il. Expenses

1. Accommodation Fee
The apartment rates for interational students and for foreign researchers are as follows:
* Includes management fees

Single Apartment Family Apartment
Intemational Student 13,000 yen 25,000 yen
Foreign Researcher 15,000 yen 30,000 yen

(D Intemational Student
There is no day rate for intemational students, so even if you stay only one day in a month, you
must pay the fee: for one month. Payments should be made to the manager by the 17" of the
month.

@ Foreign Researcher
Foreign researchers will receive a monthly bill from the manager and they must pay through
the bank by the 25" of the month.

2. Electricity, Water and Gas
Charges for electricity, water and gas are calculated by individual meters for each resident.
Electricity can be paid through the bank by automatic transfer. Gas and water charges should be
paid to the manager in cash by the 17™" of the month.
You can make final payments for gas, water and electricity on the day you move out.  Just notify
the manager 5 days before the day you plan to leave.

3. Room Cleaning Fee (including deposit) when Moving out
You will be charged 34,000 yen for a single room and 50,000 yen for a family room when you
move in to cover cleaning expenses after you leave.
Part of the room cleaning fee (deposit) may be refunded, if you meet the condition.
(Please see IV. Moving out 4.)



lll. International House Regulations

1. House Fumishings
The items provided in each room, such as the desk, bed etc., are Intemational House property.
Please keep them clean and in good condition. Do not remove the fumiture from the room or keep
it outside.
2. There are times when the staff needs to enter your room when you are not there. You will be notified
in advance if this is necessary. However, in an emergency there may be no time to give advance
notice.

3. Hygiene

(1) Clean & Neat
Be sure to put garbage out at the proper time and day in the garbage collection cage.

(2) No pets allowed.

(3) Physical Check
Al students in university housing are required to take the health exam which is held at the Ehime
University Health Services Center in April and October. You will be notified of the date and time.  If
you do not take the exam, you may not live in the Intemational House.

4. Facilites
The following areas are for everyone. Please keep them clean and remember to tum off the lights
and air conditioning/heater, and close the windows when you leave.
(1) Library
There are lending books, Japanese text books and dictionaries which you can use for study. Just
retum the book when you are through.
(2) Japanese-style room
This room is on the 2™ floor and can be used between 9:00 and 17:00 for meetings, parties, efc.
The manager will unlock it for you (please make your request in advance) and lock it after you are
finished.
(3) Lounge
Guests to the Intemational House can be welcomed here. Please do not make too much noise.
(4) No smoking in the House.

5. Bicycles, Bicycle/ Motorcycle Parking

(1) Bicycles
The bicycle is Ehime University property. If the bicycle is lost, stolen or damaged, you are
responsible for repairing or replacing the bicycle.
You are required to attend a bicycle safety session in order to use the Intemational House bicycles.

(2) Bicycle/ Motorcycle Parking
Residents are not allowed to use the parking lot to keep their own cars. Bicycles and motorcycles
go in the proper parking area.



(3) Insurance

All intemational students are required to apply for the Ehime University Student General Liability
Insurance (gakusei baishosekinin hoken) at the Intemational Office, but it will be paid by AINECS.
6. If you plan to be gone for a night or more, please notify the manager or Intemational Student Office

before you go in case there is an emergency while you are gone.

7. Intemet

8. Mail
Regular mail will go in your mailbox. The parcels will be left in the lobby at the entrance to the hall,
so please pick up your own parcel.

9. Notifying Residents
Messages and announcements will be made via a message in your mailbox or a notice on the
bulletin board. Please check both everyday.

10. Bulletins, posters, etc.
Please get permission from the manager or Intemational Student Office to post something on the
bulletin board. Do not put posters up in other places.

11. Meetings and Events
Please tell the manager or Intemational Student Office three days before if you plan to hold a party
and/or invite guests from outside.

12. Visitors
Visitors are not allowed to stay ovemight.

13. Noise Policy
Please do not make noise or use your washing machine between 11:00pm and 6:00am.

14. Risk Management
There are fire extinguishers, fire alarms and emergency exits on each floor. Make sure you know
where they are and how to operate them. In case of an earthquake, gather in the parking lot. If the
situation is serious, go to the Kume Elementary School nearby and there will be people to help
you.

15. Damage property
If International House property is damaged or lost, notify the manager immediately.
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16. Liability
In the case of losing or damaging facilities and equipment in the Intemational House, you are
responsible for repairing or replacing the item. You are also responsible to keep everything clean
and neat and leave the room in the same condition as when you moved in.

IV. Moving out

1. Moving out
You are required to move outin case of the following: (After moving out, you can not live there again.)
(D Your period of residence has ended.
@ Your status has changed so that you are not longer eligible.
3 You do not pay room or utility charges .
@ You damage the facilities or equipment and do not repair or replace them yourself or pay for
damages .
(® You cause trouble for the management or administration of the Intemational House.

2. Procedure for Moving Out
If you are moving out you should notify the manager and submit the Notification of Departure (Form
9) to the manager two weeks in advance.

3. Other ltems
You will need to pay all utilites before you leave the House. Please consult the manager or the
Intemational Student Office about the payment of your phone bills.

4. Refund of Cleaning Fee (deposit)
If all garbage disposal items in the removal checklist are recognized as "Acceptable", we will refund
a part of the Cleaning Fee (deposit) received at the time of moving in.
Maximum refund amount: Single Room 10,000 yen, Family Room 15,000 yen.
