3. Requirements for Completion and Certification of Completion
(1) Requirements for Completion
Students have to take classes for 60 hours or more from the list of classes in the
Appendix and meet the requirements for certification of completion as specified in

the Appendix.

(2) Certificate of Completion
Those who have completed the course will receive a "Certificate of Completion” in
the name of the President of Ehime University (which can be written on the Job
Card promoted by the Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare), and will be awarded

the title of "Ehime University Japanese Language Master.”

(3) Further Note
The attendance record and passing record of each class will be transferred across
semesters and years.
If a student needs certification for an individual class, a certificate of attendance
will be issued in the name of the Director of the Institute for International

Relations.

4. Course fee
12,000 yen per half year (up to 4 classes in 2 levels).

However, spouses of international students at Ehime University are exempt from the

course fee.

Please consult with us in advance about other family members or persons related to
the university. The fee may be reduced or exempted.

The course format may change depending on the prevalence of Infectious Diseases.

Please note that the course fee will not be refunded in cases of class format changes.

If any false information is found in the application documents, the attendance approval

may be revoked even after the application has been approved.

9. Course Attendance Procedures

When we notify you of your acceptance, we will also inform you of the course attendance

procedures.

10. Handling of Personal Information
